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How many of you worry about the increased
screen time for your child?

How many of you are struggling to reduce the
screen time for your child?

How many of you feel that screen time can be
really bad for our children?

Increase in screen time is the modern day
challenge that most parents struggle with.
But it's so important for us to understand
that our kids are born into technology and
it's impossible for us to completely eliminate
technology/screen time from their life. But we
can all do a few things that are going to help us
control the amount of screen that are children
are getting exposed to.

Here are the different techniques to control
screen time for your child:

1. Monitor your own Screen time- Model
the right behavior. Just like our kids, it's
impossible for us to get rid of technology
completely, it's impossible for us to
not watch our phone, to not be on our
laptops especially if you are somebody
who is working from home, we have to
do it because of work. Sometimes we just
cannot avoid it. But what we can do is we

can control the use of
technology in front of our
children. We should not
just be browsing aimlessly
on our phone when our
kids are around, should
not be on our laptop or watching the
television for too long with our kids around.
Let’s try and control and manage our own
screen time, because our kids learn the
most through observation, from what we
do, they are always modeling our behavior.
So it’'s important for us to be mindful of our
screen time especially when we are around
our children.

2. Educate your Child-Explain to your Child

why you are using laptops and phones.
You can say you're using it to create
presentations, to create and produce more
things for your work and at this stage they
are using it to consume more things. So
we are using it for 2 very different reasons.
When you are using it to produce content,
you can use it for much longer but when
you are just using it to consume, you are
not allowed to use it for too long. Also tell
them that if they use screen for too long,



it's not good for their eyes,
it's not good for their brain
development. Give them
reasons why screen time is
not good. It’s so important

/2PN for us to educate our
children as to why screen time is not
healthy for them.

Maximum Permissible
Screen time- Setting a
maximum permissible

screen time that vyou
want to give to your child
every single day. Once you
decide the time, give that
much time screen with joy
and peace and don't stress
about it. Do not sit next to
your children and irritate them saying why
are you watching,

Stay Updated and Be
Conscious of the quality of
content- After addressing
the quantity of screen
time, it's so important to

\ also address the quality
and to stay updated about what is the good
information that our child should consume.
Let’s not let them consume junk every time
they get screen time.

Use Parental Control-
It's so important to keep
our phones, laptops and
everything locked with a
code and it's important
‘ that your child does not
know the code. Kids are very smart but
we have to outsmart them, especially with
teenagers we can be little flexible and
discuss with them so that they don't feel
you are being very imposing as a parent or
you are trying to use authority.

6. No Screen in the Room Rule- You need
to have a fixed spot where you are giving
screen time for your child. Don't give
your child screen time sometimes in living
room, sometimes in kitchen or bedroom.
So children will associate that spot with
screen time.

Engage in other Activities-
Find other ways to keep
them engaged, You can do
sensory play, clay art, play
dough, water activities,
. 3 reading books, listening
to songs, dance, etc. If we can manage to
do this, our kids will not ask for too much
screen time. Once they get bored, they
start getting irritated and their demand for
screen time increases.

8. Set Boundaries Around screen time-
Boundaries are rules that cannot be
negotiated. Once they are set, they need
to be followed through. Eg.- Only when
you do 10 mins of reading then you can get
your screen time. But make sure you set
these boundaries only when you can follow
through. So don’t set a boundary when you
know somebody else in the family is going
to give screen to your child.

It's very important to have a structure and
discipline around screen time. Children should
know where, when and for how long they will
get screen time. You need to have certain
rules, limits and consequences as far as screen
time is concerned.
